Amended and Restated Bylaws
of Catholic Relief Services

(As approved by the Administrative Committee of the USCCE on March 21, 2007)

I. NAME

The name of this corporation shall be Catholic Relief Services — United States Conference of Catholie
Bishops (the “Corporation™).

II. PURPOSE

The business objectives and purposes for which this organization is formed are:

Section 1. .

To plan, promote, organize, manage, supervise, conduct and coordinate, directly or indirectly, or
in collaboration with others, whether such others be individuals or organizations of any sort or
nature, services and assistance to meet the religious, charitable, physical, educational and
scientific needs of humankind related to or arising out of poverty and disasters, natural or human-
made, and the incidents and consequences thereof, no matter where found in the world, including
the distribution of funds, food, clothirig, medical, technical and educational services, supplies and
equipment as well as all other services; and

Section 2.

To promote the cooperation of all Catholi¢ or other individuals, groups, associations, and
organizations desiring to aid in the accomplishment of these objectives.

Section 3.

To solicit and collect funds and contributions, and to receive by gift, deed, bequest, or device, and
otherwise to acquire money and property of every kind and description for the purposes herein
described; and, in general, to undertake and carry on all enterprises designed to achieve the
purposes of its being.

Section 4.

To hold, administer, aliocate, distribute, expend, contribute, use and otherwise dispose of its
funds and resources for any and all of the religious, charitable, educational, literary or scientific -
purposes herein above referred to, either directly or by allocating, distributing, expending,
contributing, or advancing the same to other nonprofit groups, associations, and organizations in
this country or elsewhere, for use by them for any or all of such purposes.
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Section 5.

To do all such acts as are necessary or convenient to aid the objectives and purposes herein set
forth to the same extent and as fully as any natural person could or might do, and as are not
forbidden by law or by the Certificate of Incorporation or by these Bylaws of the Corporation (the

“Bylaws™).

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Members.

The members of the Corporation (the “Members”) are the members of the United States
Conference of Catholic Bishops (“USCCB™). The Members shall be entitled to vote as to the
matters set forth herein and as otherwise required under the District of Columbia Nonprofit
Corporation Act. Each Member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter presented to the

Members for action.

Section 2, Annual Meetings.

There shall be an annual meeting of the Members for the election of Directors who are members
of the USCCB (“Episcopal Directors”) and for the transaction of such other business as may be
brought before the meeting. A majority of the Members of the Corporation shall constitute a
quorum at all meetings of the Members. The Members present at a duly organized meeting, at
which a quorum was present, may continue to do business notwithstanding the lack of quorum

thereafier.

Section 3. Special Meetings.

Special meetings of the Members, for any purpose or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by
statute or by the Articles of Incorporation of the Corporation (the “Articles”), may be called by
the Board, the Chairperson of the Board, the President, the Secretary or by Members having at
least one-twentieth of the votes entitled to be cast at the meeting.

IV. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Catholic Relief Services — Bylaws

Section 1. Number.

The number of Directors shall not be less than fifteen nor more than twenty-five, of which at least
one more than half of the total number of Directors shall be Episcopal Directors.

Section 2. Powers of the Board.

The Board shall have and execute al the powers and perform all the duties relating to the

management of the Corporation, its property, and the conduct of its affairs not otherwise

- specifically provided for in these Bylaws, the Articles of Incorporation, or applicable law.

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Section 3. Ex Officio Members.

The President of the USCCB, or his episcopal designee, shall serve ex officio as Chairperson of
the Board of Directors and as provided in Article V, Section 2 hereof. The General Secretary of
the USCCB shall serve ex officio as Secretary of the Corporation and as provided in Article V,

Section 4 hereof.

Section 4. Term.

All Directors, except those who serve ex officio, shall serve for terms of three years and shall be
subject to re-election at the third annual meeting following their election to the Board. No person
who has served as a Director during six or more of the preceding eight years shall be eligible for
designation or reelection to the Board; provided, that such limitation shall not apply to the ex

officio members specified herein.
Section 5. Election; Nomination.

All Directors, other than those Episcopal Directors who are appointed as provided under Article
1, Section 2, or Section 6 of this Article 1V, shail be elected by vote of the Board from a slate of
nominees prepared by the Governance and Nominations Committee of the Corporation.
Elections of Episcopal Directors shall take place at the annual meeting of the Members, except as

provided in Section 6 of this Article.

Section 6. Vacancies.

Whenever a vacancy exists on the Board, whether by death, resignation or otherwise, except with
respect to Episcopal Directors (who may be replaced by the Members or the Exccutive
Committee of the USCCB), the vacancy may be filled by a vote of a majority of the Directors
then in office, although less than a quorum, or by a sole remaining Director after consultation
with the USCCB. A Director elected or appointed to fill a vacancy shall hold office for the
remainder of the unexpired term of his or her predecessor in office, subject to the power of

removal stated in these Bylaws.

‘Notwithstanding ‘the above, if the number of Episcopal Directors drops below the minimum

“required by Article IV, Section 1 above, the Chairperson of the Board shall request the President
of the USCCB, having consuited the Executive Committee of the USCCB, to appoint an interim
replacement to serve until the next meeting of the Members of the Corporation.

Section 7. Resignation; Removal,

Any Director may resign from office at any time upon giving written notice to the Secretary of
the Corporation. Any such resignation shall take effect at the time it specifies or, if the time be
not specified, upon receipt, and the acceptance of such resignation unless required by its terms,
" shall not be necessary to make such resignation effective. A Director appointed by the Board
may be removed at any time, with or without cause, by the affirmative vote of a majority of the
Directors then in office, and any Director elected by the Members may be removed with or

without cause at any time by the Members.

Section 9. Notice; Waiver.

Any notice required to be given under this Article shall be given not less than ten days before the
date of the meeting to which it pertains. Such notice may be given, either personally or by mail,
telephone or facsimile, addressed to such Director, at his or her address as it appears on the
records of the Corporation. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be given when deposited in
the United States mail. If given by facsimile or other forms of communication, notice shall be
deemed given when placed on the telecommunications network, Attendance at any meeting shall
constitute waiver of notice of sucl meeting, except when such attendance is for the purpose of
objecting to the transaction of business because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.

Section 10. Quorum; Voting.

A majority of the number of Directors then in office shall constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business. Except as otherwise required by the District of Columbia Nonprofit Corporation Act,
the Articles or these Bylaws, the action of the majority of the Directors present af 2 meeting at
which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board. 1If a quorum shall not be present at any
meeting of the Board, the Directors present thereat may adjourn the meeting from time to time,
without notice other than announcement at the meeting, until a quorum shall be present.

Committee. After the initial term, the President shall be eligible for reelection, by a two-thirds
vote of the Board, to subsequent terms, each being three years. The President shall be entitled to
appoint other staff executives as may be necessary in the determination of the President to effect
the purposes of the Corporation, provided that no executive officer will be appointed without
consultation with the Executive Committee. All employees of the Corporation are subject to the

general supervision and direction of the President.

vI. COMMITTEES
Section 1. Establishment of Committees. . -

The Board, by resolution adopted by a majority of Directors then in office, may designate or

appoint one or more committees, each of which shall consist of two or more Directors, which
committees, to the extent provided in said resolution, shall have and exercise the authority of the
Board in the management of the Corporation. Advisory committees not having and exercising
the authority of the Board in the management of the Corporation may be designated and
appointed by a resolution adopted by a majority of the Directors present at a meeting at which a
quorum is present.

The Corporation shall purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any Indemnified Person te
indemnify him or her against such liability as provided hereunder in an amount not less than that
set forth in Section 29-301.113(c) of the District of Columbia Nonprofit Corporation Act, or any

successor provision thereto.

X. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1, Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Corporation shall run. froin October 1 through September 30 of each
calendar year but may be changed from time to time by resolution of the Board.

Section 2. Checks.

All checks, demands for money, notes and negotiable instruments of the Corporation shall be
signed by such person or persons as the Board may from time to time designate. In the absence of
such designation, any such instrument may be signed by the President or the Treasurer.

Section 3. Management of Funds.

All funds of the Corporation, not otherwise employed, shall be deposited from time to time in
general or special accounts in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Board ot
any committee to which such authority has been properly delegated by the Board may select.

committee, and the Board or committee in good faith aunthorizes the contract or transaction by the
affirmative votes of a majority of the disinterested Directors, and counting the disinterested Directors for
the presence of a quorum, or (b) the contract or transaction is fair as to the Corporation as of the time it is

authorized, approved or ratified, by the Board or a committee thereof,

These Bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed or new bylaws may be adopted by the members of the
